Seoul Train: 

This 20-minute video clip of the upcoming feature length documentary, Seoul Train, exposes the plight of more than 250,000 North Korean refugees living underground in China and the efforts of those helping them to escape to South Korea. This film, to be released in the summer of 2004, is produced by Jim Butterworth and Lisa Sleeth of Incite Productions, a nonprofit organization that produces media resources to foster positive social change around the world.   

David Hawk: 

David Hawk is a consultant to the U.S. Committee for Human Rights in North Korea and author of the Committee’s report, The Hidden Gulag: Exposing North Korea’s Prison Camps. He is a prominent human rights investigator and advocate. From 1996 to 1997 he worked for the United Nations directing the Cambodia Office of the U.N. High Commissioner for Human Rights. In the early and middle 1980’s Hawk investigated and analyzed the Khmer Rouge genocide, publishing groundbreaking prisoner/execution photographs and original documents in association with the Columbia University Center for the Study of Human Rights. In August of 1995, Hawk traveled to Rwanda to investigate the nation’s massacres for the U.S. Committee for Refugees, and in 1995 he returned to Kigali on a mission for Amnesty International. As a former executive director of Amnesty International/USA he has served on the board of directors of that organization and on the advisory board of Human Rights Watch/Asia. He is also a Cornell University alum.

Ms. Hae Nam Ji: 

Ms. Hae Nam Ji was born in 1949 in Namun-ri, Hamhung City, South Namgyong Province of North Korea. In 1992 she was imprisoned for three years by North Korean security officials for singing a popular South Korean pop song. After enduring a series of human rights abuses, she was fortunate to be released 10 months early. In 1998 she fled to China, but was immediately locked up by a sex trafficker until she was able to escape seven months later. Captured by Chinese authorities a few months later she was forcibly repatriated to North Korea and imprisoned once again in 1999. Released shortly thereafter, in 2000, she crossed the Tumen River back into China and finally obtained asylum after making her way through China to Southeast Asia. Ms. Ji currently lives in Los Angeles, California, and has written a Korean language memoir of her personal experiences as political prisoner and refugee. 

The U.S. Committee for Human Rights in North Korea (HRNK) is a bi-partisan, not-for-profit human rights organization that has obtained 501(c)3 nonprofit status. Launched in 2001, the Committee was created to generate a broad base of interest about conditions in North Korea and to conduct and publish research focusing U.S. and world attention on human rights abuse in that country. 

The Committee's work will lay a foundation of current and comprehensive information that will enable it to shine a spotlight on the abuses being perpetrated in North Korea, and also to help individuals, NGOs and policymakers seek ways to improve the treatment of the North Korean people. In particular, the Committee will focus on the prison camp system, the question of access to food, and the plight of North Korean refugee populations.
